Vehicle Safety Inspections/ Background Checks
	Proposed Amendment
	Existing TNC Ordinance

	· State motor vehicle inspection

· Ground Transportation Vehicle Safety Inspection (20 point safety inspection)

· DPS certified criminal history
	· State motor vehicle inspection

· Criminal background check

· TNC designated company performs


Operations
	Proposed Amendment
	Existing TNC Ordinance

	Prohibit loading / unloading except at curb and not in active travel lane
	Not addressed


Vehicle Permit / Chauffer’s License

	Proposed Amendment
	Existing TNC Ordinance

	· Vehicle permit issued after completion of vehicle inspection, background check

· Chauffer’s license required with same written driving test as other ground transportation drivers 
	· TNC established driver-training program prior to offering service
· No vehicle permit process


Driver Identification

	Proposed Amendment
	Existing TNC Ordinance

	In addition to TNC App information: Physical document with driver’s identification visible while driver operating TNC
	TNC app must display an accurate picture of drivers, picture or description of vehicle type, vehicle license plate 


Accessibility 
	Proposed Amendment
	Existing TNC Ordinance

	· If TNC leases, then 6.5% of any TNC leased vehicles must be wheelchair accessible

· TNC required to adapt existing accessibility plan in other jurisdiction (if provides greater flexibility), obtain city approval, and implement within 6 mo.

· After 6 months, same requirements as other ground transportation vehicles
· Reports include updates on progress meeting accessibility
	· 10 cent per trip originating in Austin to help provide accessible rides

· TNC outreach to community organizations with ADA compliant vehicles to recruit ADA vehicles and drivers

· No refusal of disabled passenger or higher fee; must accommodate service animals

· Accessible service indicator on App within 3 months; must identify alternative transportation if no driver


Insurance

	Proposed Amendment
	Existing TNC Ordinance

	Stage One (logged in and available to accept)

· $100,000 bodily injury per person

· $300,000 bodily injury per accident

· $25,000 property damage per accident

· $2,500 personal injury per passenger


	Stage One (logged in and available to accept)

· $30,000 death/personal injury per person

· $60,000 death/personal injury per incident

· $25,000 property damage


Dynamic  Pricing

	Proposed Amendment
	Existing TNC Ordinance

	Advance notification to city when changing pricing
	· Addresses notification to passengers
· Prohibits during abnormal market disruptions


TNC Fees

	Proposed Amendment
	Existing TNC Ordinance

	Set required fee at $1 per trip
	· Fee required 
· To be set by separate ordinance


Reporting Requirements

	Proposed Amendment
	Existing TNC Ordinance

	Specific data to be recorded in four-hour blocks and reported monthly. Ex: trips serviced by zip codes, total vehicles logged in, driver hours logged, gross revenue
	Quarterly reports re trips. Ex: pick-up/drop-off patterns, cost, length of trip, ADA service comparison, TNC impact on drunk driving, services to underserved communities


GeoFencing

	Proposed Amendment
	Existing TNC Ordinance

	Cooperate with city during large special events to geo-fence pick-up and drop-off locations appropriate for event for safer, more mobile friendly event
	Not addressed 


Trade Dress (Distinctive emblem displayed on vehicle for identification)
