1.0
SCOPE AND CLASSIFICATION

1.1
Scope


This specification establishes the minimum requirements for the purchase of low flow showerheads, low flow showerheads with soap-up valve and low flow aerators.  This specification includes sections on Scope and Classification, Material and Functional Requirements, Other Submittal Requirements Warranty Requirements, Delivery Requirements and Invoicing Requirements.
1.2
Classification


The showerheads and aerators will be used by the City of Austin’s Austin Water Utility, Water Conservation Division for City customers.  
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This specification, until revised or rescinded, shall apply to each future purchase and contract for the commodity described herein.  Retain for future reference.

2.0
MATERIAL AND FUNCTIONAL REQUIREMENTS

2.1 Low Flow Showerhead, 1.5 gallons per minute, shall be a Niagara N2915 or Buyer Approved Equal.

2.2 Low Flow Showerhead with a soap-up valve, 1.5 gallons per minute, shall be Niagara N2915-V or Buyer Approved Equal.

2.3 Bathroom Faucet Low Flow Aerator, 0.5 gallon per minute, shall be Niagara N3205N or Buyer Approved Equal.  
2.4 Kitchen Faucet Low Flow Aerator, 1.5 gallons per minute, shall be Niagara N3104-PC or Buyer Approved Equal.
2.5 Low Flow Showerhead:  Showerhead shall provide dispersed water flow and contain a built-in mechanism to reduce the amount of water allowed to flow when operating.  
2.6 Showerhead shall be capable of automatically clearing debris, such as mineral deposits, rust, scale, or other impurities from the water channels or pores located in the showerhead without disassembly or the use of special tools.  

2.7 Showerhead shall have a pressure-compensating feature.  
2.7.1 The showerhead shall be equipped with a spray adjustment mechanism for adjusting the coarseness of the spray, from fine to coarse.  Showerhead shall have a minimum 9-Jet turbo massage with settings from forceful to gentle.

2.7.2
Maximum flow rate shall be the measured flow rate when the adjustable spray is in the fully opened position.

2.7.3
The flow rate shall be a minimum 1.40 gallons per minute at an inlet water pressure of 40 (+/-10) psi, and a maximum 1.50 gallons per minute at an inlet water pressure of 80 (+/-10) psi when tested in accordance with the American National Standards  Institute (ANSI) testing procedures (ASME A112, 18, 1)
2.7.4
The showerheads shall be structurally sound so that no damage is caused during its use up to and including 125 psi and/or at temperatures up to and including 160(F. 
2.7.5
The water cone spread shall be less than 30” and shall not be wider than 42” in a 6 1/2’ vertical drop.

2.8
Showerhead shall be compatible with ball joint shower arm adapters. The showerhead connection diameter shall be 1/2” thread and the standard ball joint arm connection is a diameter of 1 1/8” Iron Pipe (IP) thread. 

2.9
Housings shall be corrosion resistant, high impact plastic.  Brass coupling nut shall be chrome-plated.  Each showerhead shall be furnished with 1/2” IP thread to fit most standard shower arms.  

2.10 Showerheads and aerators shall be new.  Used, remanufactured or refurbished are not acceptable. 
2.11 Showerheads and aerators shall be on the most current list of manufacturers of plumbing fixtures approved for sale in the State of Texas, maintained by the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality.  

2.12 Each showerhead and aerator shall be individually wrapped with bubble, wrap, tissue paper, and/or plastic, shipped loose and packaged to prevent disassembly.  

2.13 Low Flow Showerhead with a soap-up valve:  Requirements shall be the same as above in addition to being equipped with a soap-up valve capable of reducing the 1.50 gallons per minute soak mode to a 1.00 gallon per minute soap mode with an inlet water pressure of 80 (+/- 10) psi when tested.  

2.14 Low Flow Aerators:  

2.14.1 Aerator shall include housing, flow control (steel screen for the 1.5 gpm model) and components required for proper installation and operation.
2.14.2 Aerator housing shall be constructed of solid brass with a highly polished chrome finish.  Components shall be at least brass plated.

2.14.3 Inlet construction shall be both internally and externally threaded with 15/16” x 27 threads outside diameter and 55/64” x 27 threads inside diameter.

2.14.4 Aerator shall provide an even spray pattern and have a flow rate not exceeding 0.5 and 1.5 gallons per minute at 80 psi for the Niagara N3205N and the Niagara N3104-PC, respectively.  No damage shall be caused to the aerator by use of 150 dynamic psi at a maximum temperature of 160 degrees F.

OTHER SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS – 2 copies of each
3.1
If bidding a Buyer Approved Equal, the Contractor shall include in their bid submittal, technical specifications and two samples of each item.  

3.2
The Contractor shall submit with their bid, two copies of each item, to include, the manufacturer’s standard schematic drawings, catalog sheets, brochures, performance data, and other appropriate descriptive information.  Submittals shall show all materials of construction.  Performance data shall include reports on utilization in other installations, independent laboratory testing data, or other appropriate documentation.

3.3 The Contractor shall submit with their bid, two copies of an independent testing laboratory report, verifying flow rates and performance.  Testing shall be performed in accordance with ANSI testing procedures/guidelines.  

3.4 The Contractor shall submit with their bid two copies of their warranty/guarantee.  
3.5 The Contractor shall submit two copies of a ‘sample’ invoice with bid submittal.  This invoice shall show the exact Contractor’s information, to include, but not limited to, name, physical address, phone number, etc.

3.6 The Contractor shall include above information in order to be considered for award of this contract.
3.7 The City reserves the right to award separately or as a whole, whichever is in the best interest of the City.
4.0
WARRANTY REQUIREMENTS

4.1
The Contractor shall guarantee the showerheads and aerators free from defects for a period of 1 year from date of installation.
4.2
The Contractor shall replace any defective or failed devices during this 1-year period.  The Contractor shall replace defective devices with new ones within 14 business days of notification by the Contract Manager, at no additional cost to the City and without requiring that the failed device be shipped back to the Contractor.  
5.0
DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS

5.1
The Contractor shall make delivery within 30 calendar days from notification of order by the Contract Manager.  Delivery shall be made to the Contract Manager.

5.2
The City will place orders with the Contractor on an as needed basis throughout the term of the contract.
6.0
INVOICING REQUIREMENTS

Invoices shall be sent to the Contract Manager and shall include, but is not limited to, the following:
