SCOPE AND CLASSIFICATION
1.1
Scope



This specification establishes the minimum requirements for a supply agreement for the purchase of Sodium Chloride for use in the manufacture of sodium hypochlorite to add to a municipal water supply.  These specifications contain sections on Scope & Classification, Applicable Specifications, Material Requirements, MSDS Requirements, Samples, Inspection, and Test Requirements, Delivery Requirements, Invoicing and Security.

Classification


The Sodium Chloride will be used in the treatment of the City of Austin’s drinking water supply at the Water Treatment Plant No. 4.  Water Treatment Plant 4 is expected to go online on or about April 2014.

2.0
APPLICABLE SPECIFICATIONS

2.1
The Sodium Chloride (NaCl) shall comply with the American Water Works Association (AWWA) Standards for Sodium Chloride as contained in AWWA B200 Standard Publications except for the modifications contained in these specifications. The NaCl shall also comply with the NSF Standard 60.  Where there is a conflict between requirements in the AWWA Standards and these specifications, these specifications shall govern.
3.0
MATERIAL REQUIREMENTS
3.1
Composition - The Sodium Chloride (NaCl) will be used in the Process Solutions Inc. (PSI) MICROclor on-site generation system.  The product proposed with this bid must be compatible with this system.  It shall be food grade quality or greater, containing no organic binders, flow control agents or resin cleaning materials.  It shall contain at least 99.9% NaCl on a dry basis or 99.8% NaCl on a wet basis.

Impurities - The material shall not contain specific impurities in excess of the following limits:

Moisture (as H2O)

The Sodium Chloride shall contain no substances in quantities capable of producing deleterious effects on the health of those consuming potable water treated with sodium hypochlorite generated from on-site electrolysis of the Sodium Chloride.

The Sodium Chloride shall be free from dirt, fibers, lint, chips, trash, or other foreign matter.

The Sodium Chloride shall be homogeneous and uniform in size.

Material Safety Data Sheet (msds) Requirements:

Each Contractor shall provide an MSDS with their bid submittal.

An electronic copy of the MSDS sheet shall be transmitted by the Contractor within 3 business days after notification of award of this contract to the following City email address:  awumsds@austintexas.gov.

The Contractor shall include with every delivery a certified analysis of the Sodium Chloride.  Each certified analysis shall include, but is not limited to the following:  

· Percent (%) Sodium Chloride 

· Percent (%)  moisture

· Calcium (ppm)
· Magnesium (ppm)
· Iron (as Fe in ppm)
· Copper (ppm)
· Percent (%)  water insoluble impurities

SAMPLES, INSPECTION, AND TEST REQUIREMENTS

5.1
The low bidder meeting specifications shall submit a sample of not less than 5 pounds prior to recommendation of award.  The sample shall be provided within 3 business days after notification.  Note that the sample needs to be delivered to:

5.2 If the sample does not meet the necessary requirements of these specifications, the bid will not be considered.  In addition, sampling and testing will be conducted in accordance with the AWWA Standards B-200.   

5.3 The COA reserves the right to conduct sampling analysis throughout the contract period.  

5.4 If the Sodium Chloride does not meet specifications at any time during the contract period, the COA reserves the right to reject the material and require the Contractor to remove the Sodium Chloride from the storage tank and replace it with material meeting specifications, at no additional cost to the City.
6.0 DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS

6.1 Contractors shall be responsible for contacting the Plant(s) and requesting a site visit to ensure delivery conditions are acceptable PRIOR to submitting a bid.  Otherwise, the City will assume that the delivery conditions are acceptable to the Contractor submitting the bid.

6.2 Sodium Chloride shall be bulk delivered in pneumatic trucks.  An individual certified scale receipt indicating the date, tare and gross weight shall accompany each delivery.
6.3 Delivery shall be made within 10 business days after an order is placed, either verbal or written.  The Plant Superintendent/Designee will contact the Contractor to place an order and provide a delivery date and quantity.    
6.4 The Sodium Chloride will be purchased on a weight basis and the Contractor shall furnish weight certificates from the State of Texas certified scales in the Austin area.  An individual certified scale receipt indicating the date, the tare and gross weight shall accompany each delivered load.  A certificate of analysis of the load shall be given to the Plant Superintendent/Designee upon arrival.   

6.5 The Contractor shall include with the bid submittal the name of the manufacturer of the material and shipping point.

6.6 The City reserves the right to add and/or delete locations, as it deems necessary, at the same bid price.
6.7 There is 1 tank at Plant No. 4 with a capacity of 122,000 pounds.  The pneumatic fill pipe is a 4” in diameter stainless steel pipe with long radius bends located at an elevation of 22 feet above grade.  The Contractor shall supply all necessary hoses, fittings and equipment for unloading.  The truck shall be equipped with proper fittings and equipment to ensure safe transfer into the tanks.  Trucks shall contain a blower for use in unloading into the Plant’s bulk tank.
6.8 Delivery shall be made Monday thru Friday (except on City observed holidays) between the hours of 7:30 a.m. and 2:00 p.m. CST.  If the Contractor makes a delivery on any day other than the scheduled delivery date, the City will not be charged demurrage for any delays encountered in unloading the truck.  A plant representative will be present during all deliveries.  The delivery driver shall remain with the truck during the unloading process.
6.9 The Contractor shall complete by 3:00 p.m. CST any transferring to the storage tank without demurrage of additional truck standing time charges.  
6.10 If a truck arrives to deliver on a Saturday, Sunday, holiday, or after 2:00 p.m. CST (COA regular work day) without the prior approval from the Plant Superintendent, the COA will charge the Contractor any and all overtime and call back expenses for unloading.  Otherwise, the Contractor can decide that the truck will not be unloaded until normal COA working hours.  

6.11 The Contractor shall be responsible for cleanup of any spillage or leakage during transportation and/or on the Plant site due to defective pumping and/or unloading equipment and/or negligence of the driver.    

7.0 INVOICING

7.1
The Contractor shall submit invoices within 5 business days after each delivery.     

7.2 Invoices shall be sent to the Water Treatment Plant’s Superintendent receiving delivery.    
7.3 Invoices shall include, but are not limited to, the following:
· Contractor’s name, on a professionally pre-printed form
· Contractor’s invoice with a unique number  
· Contractor’s address and phone number

· City’s contract number/purchase order number  
· Date of each delivery
· Location of each delivery
· Itemized description and pricing for each delivery
· Signed certified scale receipt for each delivery
8.0
SECURITY

8.1
Due to developments in national security, the COA needs to know who is delivering and needs to ensure orders are accurate.  The Contractor shall FAX a completed “Chemical Delivery Notice” to the Plant Superintendent/Designee within 4 business hours prior to dispatching driver for delivery.  The driver must provide a picture ID to the Plant staff, no exceptions.
8.2
Transportation of Hazardous Material to a COA location must be in compliance with the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Regulations, specifically 49CFR part 383 which governs commercial driver license standards requirements and penalties.     

8.3
Hazardous Material is defined under 49 CFR part 383.5 as:

Any material that has been designated as hazardous referencing 49 U.S.C. 5103 and is required to be placarded under subpart F of 49 CFR part 172 or any quantity of a material listed as a select agent or toxin in 42 CFR part 73.
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
