1.0
Scope and Classification
1.1
Scope
These specifications are for a contract for the purchase of Liquid Alum to be delivered in totes and pumped from the contractor’s totes to City totes onsite.  Specifications include section of Scope and Classification, Applicable Specifications, Material Requirements, Contractor Requirements, Other Requirements, Locations and Invoicing and Security.

1.2 Classification

The chemical will be used by a City of Austin, Austin Water Utility (AWU) wastewater treatment plant.
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This specification, until revised or rescinded, shall apply to each future purchase and contract for the commodity described herein.  Retain for future reference.

APPLICABLE SPECIFICATIONS
The Contractor shall be responsible for having complied with all Federal and State of Texas standards, regulations, and laws concerning this type of chemical, applicable and effective on the date of manufacture, including EPA standards that apply to both private industry and governmental agencies.  This also includes compliance with applicable OSHA safety requirements, TCEQ rules and regulations and City of Austin ordinances and regulations.

3.0 MATERIAL REQUIREMENTS

3.1 Liquid Alum
· NSF Standard 60 Certification
· Chemical Name:  Aluminum Sulfate, Liquid 47-49%
3.2 Contracts for Supply of Hazardous Materials.  With respect to all contracts under which the Contractor will deliver a "hazardous material" for which a “Safety Data Sheet” (“SDS”) is required under Texas Health & Safety Code, Sec. 502.006, as amended, will provide, on or before the date of each delivery of the hazardous material, an electronic version of the most current "Safety Data Sheet" meeting the requirements set forth in Sec. 502.006, Texas Health & Safety Code.  Each SDS provided shall bear the date when it was last revised.

The required electronic copy of the SDS shall be transmitted to the following City email address:  AWUMSDS@austintexas.gov

Failure to provide the City with the required electronic copy of the Safety Data Sheet on or before the date of each delivery of the hazardous material may constitute grounds for termination of the contract and may result in debarment from further participation in the City’s procurement processes or other legal actions.

4.0 CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS

4.1 The Contractor shall provide a twenty-four (24) hour office phone number, cell phone number, fax number and contact person.

4.2 The Contractor shall submit with bid package, a copy of current Federal DOT number.

4.3 The Contractor shall deliver to the plant two 275 gallon totes of liquid alum for each order.  The contractor shall pump the alum using its equipment and transfer hoses (maximum 100 feet) from his totes into the City totes on the plant site.  The City has two 330 gallon totes onsite.  The wastewater treatment supervisor will place an order when there is enough room in the totes to allow for the transfer of the entire 550 gallons from the contractor’s totes into the City totes.
4.4 Delivery shall be made on weekdays (except City of Austin holidays) between the hours of 7:30 a.m. and 2:00 p.m.  Delivery shall be made within three (3) business days after receipt of order.  The Plant Supervisor will call the Contractor to place the order and provide a delivery date.  Should the Contractor make delivery on any day other than the scheduled delivery date, the City will not be charged demurrage for any delays encountered in unloading the truck.
4.5 Although there is no minimum order quantity for this contract, the City anticipates orders of two 275 gallon totes per delivery.
4.6 The Contractor shall allow a minimum of 2 hours (within 7:30 a.m. and 2:00 p.m.) for transferring the Liquid Alum from the contractor’s totes to the City’s totes without demurrage or additional truck standing time charges.
4.7 If a truck arrives (for a delivery) on a Saturday, Sunday, a holiday, or after 2:00 p.m. on a regular work day without the prior approval from the Plant Supervisor, the AWU will charge any and all overtime and call back expenses for unloading.  Otherwise, the Contractor may decide that the truck will not be unloaded until normal working hours.  

4.8 The Contractor shall be responsible for cleanup to the satisfaction of AWU’s Program Manager of Environmental Policy of any spillage or leakage during transportation and/or on the plant site due to defective pumping and/or unloading equipment and/or negligence of the driver at no additional charge to the City.    

4.9 The Contractor shall establish a delivery date and time amenable to the Contractor and AWU.  The Contractor shall obtain sign-off on the City’s Chemical Delivery form by an authorized AWU employee on every delivery.

4.10 The Contractor shall replace any chemical within twelve (12) hours which the Contract Manager views as a substitute chemical, at no additional cost to the City.  The Contractor shall remove contaminated chemical from storage tank and replace with an equivalent volume.
4.11 The City reserves the right to add (or remove) additional sites during the contract period at the same prices stated in the bid sheet.

Other Requirements
5.1
Freight Increase - The Contractor must indicate on the Bid Sheet the current freight classification, current freight rate and point of shipment.  The City agrees to pay any governmentally authorized freight rate increase upon receipt of notarized proof from the Contractor and/or the freight company indicating the amount of increase and effective date of same.

Purchase Order Number - The Contractor shall enter the complete purchase order number on each delivery ticket, invoice, billing notice, and all other paperwork.

Manufacturer Data – The Contractor shall indicate the manufacturer’s name of the material and shall indicate the shipping address/location from where the material will be shipped.  In the event this information changes throughout the contract period and prior to shipping the first shipment from the new location, the Contractor shall submit written notification to the AWU Contact Person.  
5.4
On October 1, 2014 the Austin Water Utility (AWU) implemented a Tobacco-Free Workplace (TFW) policy.  Tobacco use of any kind, including snuff, and e-cigarettes, are prohibited while on any AWU location.  This includes buildings, garages, construction sites, treatment plants, and a 100-foot parameter from entrances and exits. Tobacco use is prohibited in vehicles parked on AWU sites. Contractors and their employees shall comply with this policy when making deliveries or providing services to any AWU location.

7.0
SECURITY


Due to developments in national security, the Austin Water Utility Department needs to know who is delivering chemicals to our plants and ensure orders are accurate.  The Contractor shall FAX the “Chemical Delivery Notice” form on company letterhead, to the Walnut Creek Wastewater Plant upon receiving a purchase order and dispatching driver(s) for delivery to the plants.  The driver must provide a picture ID upon every delivery.
All person(s) and companies transporting HM (Hazardous Material) for the City of Austin / Austin Water Utility must comply with the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Regulations, specifically 49 CFR part 383 which governs commercial driver license standards requirements and penalties.

Hazardous Material is defined under 49 CFR part 383.5 as:

Any material that has been designated as hazardous under 49 U.S.C. 5103 and is required to be placarded under subpart F of 49 CFR part 172 or any quantity of a material listed as a select agent or toxin in 42 CFR part 73.  
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
