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SCOPE OF WORK

FOR
1” RIVER ROCK


1.0	PURPOSE 

This scope of work establishes the minimum requirements for providing 1” River Rock to Austin Water (AW).  The City of Austin (“City”) seeks bids from qualified and experienced vendors hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”.  Contractor is required to meet all specifications listed herein as minimum and is required to submit a firm fixed cost for all commodities/services under the terms of this solicitation.  

1.1	BACKGROUND

The successful bidder will be required to provide rock that will be used in the repair Austin Water and Wastewater lines annually. It will be used as a bedding material for pipe, in order to prevent sagging and movement of pipe during repairs.  Contracted vendor shall provide all materials, equipment, transportation and sufficient staff to fulfill the requirement of this scope of work as indicated herein.  

2.0	APPLICICABLE SPECIFICATIONS

	2.1	River rock shall consist of 1” river rock conforming to American Society for Testing and 				Materials (ASTM) C-33, grade 56 specification requirements.

3.0	TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

3.1	Contractor’s Minimum Qualifications & Experience

3.1.1	Contractor shall employ only qualified personnel skilled in the performance of distribution of River rock.

3.1.2	Contractor shall ensure all personnel assigned to this contract shall have experience working in the industry required for this commodity/service.

3.2	Contractor’s Responsibilities

3.2.1	Contractor rock shall meets requirements specified in above sections 2.1 and 2.2.

3.2.2	Contractor shall maintain a stockpile of specified rock, for COA Austin Water pickup purposes.  

3.2.3	Contractor facility shall be within a 20-mile radius of the city limits of Austin.

3.3	Contractor Employee Requirements

3.3.1	The contractor shall ensure each employee assigned to this contract has proper identification which contains both the contractor and employee name on at all times while delivering river rock to AW locations.

3.3.2	Contractor shall ensure any employee assigned to this contract is in an identifiable uniform shirt (identifiable T-shirt uniform is acceptable) at all times during the performance of delivering river rock.

3.4	City’s Responsibilities

3.4.1	The City of Austin Water Personnel on occasions will pick up rock at contractor’s site.
3.4.2	The City of Austin Water Personnel will give contractor a 24 notice prior to rock pick up.

4.0	POSTED RULES AND REGULATIONS

4.1	The Contractor shall be responsible for having complied with all Federal and State of Texas standards, regulations, and laws concerning this type of service, including EPA standards that apply to both private industry and governmental agencies.  This also includes compliance with applicable OSHA safety guidelines, and City of Austin ordinances and regulations.

4.2	Contractor work and clean up shall comply with all applicable regulations and laws concerning the delivery of river rock, if applicable.

5.0 DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS

5.1 	The Contractor shall deliver rock within (8) business hours after receipt of order, via 
	e-mail or fax .

5.2 	Deliveries shall be made between 8:00 a.m. and 2:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.	

5.3 	Upon arrival at the delivery site, the Contractor shall notify the Contact Person and 	obtain their written acceptance of the load before dumping the rock.
