The reclaimed water main project begins at the intersection of MLK Boulevard and Trinity Street and extends south on Trinity Street to the intersection with E. 11th Street. The project extends west on 11th Street to the intersection with Guadalupe Street, then south on Guadalupe Street to W. 10th Street, then west on W. 10th Street to San Antonio Street. The project extends approximately 50 LF south on San Antonio Street. 
The project extends west on E. 12th Street from the intersection with Trinity Street to the intersection with Brazos Street and extends east on E. 12th Street from the intersection with Trinity Street to the intersection with Red River Street. The project extends west along E. 14th Street from the intersection with Trinity Street to the intersection with Brazos Street. 

The project extends on Red River Street from the intersection with E. 12th  Street  to the intersection with E. 10th Street and extends on E. 10th Street for approximately 540 LF from its intersection with Red River Street.

Other work includes erosion and sedimentation controls, tree protection, traffic control, re-vegetation, pavement repair, sidewalk, curb & gutter, and driveway repairs; and miscellaneous work contained in the contract documents. 
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
