SUBJECT: Answers to Bidders Questions 
The following are answers to Bidders received on the above project.  These answers do not modify the Contract.  Any modifications to the Contract will be through Addenda   
Q-1:

“Volume 1 Section 01010 Summary of Work page 1 (pdf page 189) 1.21 C Scope of Work states:  ‘… construction of approximately 9,750 square feet of 8-inch rigid pavement (total for both locations)…’

 

Driveway No. 8 Plan Sheet 5 (S3) Detail 2 shows the concrete pavement at 8 ½ inches. Driveway No. 32 Plan Sheet 12 (S3) Details 1, 2 and 3 show the concrete pavement at 8 ½ inches.

 

Which is correct, 8 inches thick, or 8 ½ inches thick?”
A-1:
On the first page, Section 01010 is Summary of Work also says:

 

“1.2  DESCRIPTION OF WORK 
 
  1.21  Scope of Work
 

A. This section describes the Project in general and provides an overview of the extent of the Work to be performed by the CONTRACTOR.  Detailed requirements and extent of Work is stated in the applicable Specification Sections and shown on the Drawings.  CONTRACTOR shall, except as otherwise specifically stated herein or in any applicable part of these Contract Documents, provide and pay for all labor, materials, equipment, tools, construction equipment, and other facilities and services necessary for proper execution, testing, and completion of the Work.”
Section 01010 is the Summary of Work. It is only meant to be a synopsis of the scope of work to give the Bidders a general “overview” of the job - not a technical description of project parameters. The exact description of the pavement is left to the technical section – Section 360S Concrete Pavement. Section 360S refers to the drawings. The drawings show the pavement to be 8 1/2”.
Q-2:

“A take-off of the two driveways nets a total of 13,250 SF Demo and Replace Concrete Driveway, a difference of 3,500 SF from the given total of 9,750 SF provided in the Summary of Work.

 

There is a scale error on Plan Sheet  4 (S2) they may account for this discrepancy. The shown 1 inch = 10 feet is actually 1 inch = 15.15’.

 

Understanding that this is a Lump Sum bid, and it is what it is – can the fact that the 9,750 cumulative square feet provided in the Summary of Work be stated as in error by addendum – possibly due to the error in scale?”
A-2:
The ‘measurement’ article of Section 360S refers to the drawings. On the drawings, the total driveway square footage is the sum of the two amounts listed on Sheet S1 for Station 8 and Sheet S1 for Station 32 (12,504 sf + 826 sf) which equals 13,330 sf. The drawings are not intended to be scaled as oddities in the reproduction facility used could easily cause distortion. That is why the areas are listed on Sheet S1 for each station.
Q-3:

“The plans do not show how thick the base is to go under the concrete.  The General notes show lifts in 8” increments but do not show what the final thickness is to be.  The existing geotechs show 2” of existing base at Research and 6 ½” of existing base at Montebello.  Are we to come back with the same thickness as existing on each site?”
A-3:
The paragraph at the top off the second column of text on Sheet S0 of Station 8 and Station 32, Paragraph 2.2, says that 6” of subgrade should be scarified and moisture conditioned. There is no additional amendment, like imported base, indicated. Paragraphs 2.4 & 2.5 apply only if soil needs to be replaced because the required proof rolling uncovers weak zones that must be cut out and replaced.
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
