1.0	SCOPE AND CLASSIFICATION

1.1	SCOPE - This specification is intended to cover requirements for Asphalt Emulsions HFRS-2P, SS-1. The scope of this specification covers the following: Applicable Specifications, General Requirements, Orders and Deliveries and Invoicing Requirements, and Other Requirements.

1.2	CLASSIFICATION - This material will be used by the Street and Bridge Operations of the Public Works Department for general street maintenance and sealcoat resurfacing applications on the streets of Austin.

1.3	CONCEPT OF OPERATIONS- The Street & Bridge Operations has two Seal Coat Teams that average 6200 - 7000 gallons of HFRS-2P each week and are capable of conducting approximately 8 to 9 lane miles of seal coating a week.  Seal Coat Season ranges from March through Mid-October.  Additionally, the Seal Coat Teams, Districts, and Overlay Crew average approximately 1200-1500 gallons of SS-1 per week for  overlay operations, level ups, utility cuts, and pothole repairs.  The use of SS-1 is continuously throughout the calendar year with minimum usage during late Fall, Winter, and early Spring.  This will be a 36-month contract with up to three, 12-month extension options.

2.0	APPLICABLE SPECIFICATIONS

The asphalt emulsions shall meet the applicable requirements of the following
specifications:

Item No. 301S – Asphalt, Oils, & Emulsions, present version 08/20/07, of the City of Austin Standard Specifications, see attachment.  Please note, item 301S.2 Submittals (page 1) listed on this document does not apply.  

3.0	GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

3.1	The Bidders should submit certified documentation with their bid that the material provided meets all the material specifications.  The material provided by the successful bidder for this contract, shall be subject to standard laboratory tests by the City of Austin’s contracted testing laboratory. Material that does not meet the specification requirements will be rejected and no payment will be made

3.2 The Bidders should provide a Material Safety Data Sheet (OSHA form 20) with their bid specifying generic and trade name of product, product specification, full hazard information including receiving and storage hazards.  Instructions and special equipment needed for handling and instructions for disposal of material and containers is also required.
3.3 The Vendor’s facility shall be served by an all-weather road.  Vendor shall be able to provide delivery of emulsion or pick-up to the City of Austin.  The Vendor shall provide pumping facilities to load City of Austin trucks or boosters with no delay, if material is picked up.
3.4 The vendor shall provide a material ticket with each batch of material picked up or delivered.  The material ticket shall include the following information:

4.0 ORDER AND DELIVERIES
4.1 The Street and Bridge Operations will submit requests by phone for materials 24 hours prior to pick-up and delivery for normal working days.  The Vendor will be provided a forty eight (48) hour notice by phone for the following:
4.1.1 Plant to be opened Saturdays.  Plant shall be open between 4 to 6 hours; hours will be given during the 48 hour notice.
4.1.2 Material that will require delivery to a project site on Sundays.


4.2 The Vendor shall make the asphalt emulsion material available for pick up at the plant during the following normal working hours and days:

6:30 am to 4:30 pm Monday through Friday.

4.3 Delivery shall be to any location within the City of Austin limits.  Requests for deliveries shall be during the following working hours and days:

5:30 am to 4:30 pm Monday through Fridays, during peak seasons (typically April through September) also on Sundays.

There shall be no minimum order quantity.

4.4 The Vendor shall be responsible for notifying the City when the requested quantities or types of materials are not available.  This notice shall be made same day as request of the order.


5.0 INVOICING REQUIREMENTS

5.1	All invoices shall reference at a minimum the following items:  invoice number, purchase order number, date, remit to address, product description, delivery ticket numbers, unit prices, and total amount of invoice.
