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1.0
Scope And Classification

1.1
Scope

This specification describes and establishes standards for the purchase of Reinforced Concrete Pipe (Class 3 and 4), Reinforced Concrete Rectangular Conduit (Box Culverts), and Reinforced Concrete Manhole Sections, and other items for the City of Austin’s Watershed Protection Department, Field Operations Division, hereinafter referred to as the “City”.  City invites bids from qualified suppliers, hereinafter referred to as the “Contractor”.  Contractor is required to meet all specifications listed herein as minimum requirements, and is required to submit firm fixed costs for all the products deliverable under the terms of the solicitation.

Classification

Reinforced Concrete Pipe (RCP), Reinforced Concrete Rectangular Conduit, Reinforced Concrete Manhole Sections for drainage related work preformed by the City.

MATERIAL REQUIREMENTS
2.1
RCP, pre-cast concrete products and cast iron appurtenances shall meet the requirements set forth in the City’s Standard Specifications and Details, item 503S and 510, which may be found in Attachment “A”.
2.2
The RCP and box culverts shall have an “n” value of .013 or less.  All joints between concrete elements shall be tongue and groove except for manhole grade rings. Wall thickness shall be a minimum of Class B.

3.0
PERFORMANCE SPECIFICATIONS

3.1
Material that is available locally shall be available for pick-up by the City within three (3) business days of order notification to the Contractor.

3.2
Material that is not available locally shall be delivered to a City specified location within the City of Austin limits within five (5) business days of order notification to the Contractor. 

3.3
Contractor shall confirm the quantity to be shipped on all orders within (2) hours of being notified via telephone by City.  Contractor shall notify City in writing of any changes in delivery of supplies affected by backlog, strike, or any other reasonable event.  This written notification shall be issued immediately after it becomes apparent that normal delivery will be affected from established delivery date.
4.0
CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS

4.1
With their bid submittal, Contractor shall provide descriptive literature that includes detailed technical specifications on the commodity offered.
4.2
With their bid submittal, Contractor shall submit proof that they have successfully obtained certification by an independent lab of their compliance to all applicable ASTM standards.
4.3
With their bid submittal, Contractor shall submit written description of all warranties offered.

4.4
Contractor shall inform City, in writing and in a timely manner, whenever Contractor changes the independent lab they use, and provide to the City all relevant certification for that lab.

4.5
Contractor’s pick-up location shall be served by an all weather road and be located within ten (10) miles of the City of Austin limits.  The normal hours of operation of Contractor’s plant shall be, at a minimum, from 7:30am through 4:30pm on Mondays through Fridays.

Prior to commencement of any resulting contract, Contractor shall designate one (1) employee who shall be their Liaison with the City for any resulting contract, including office phone number or pager for accessibility.  A space is provided for this on the Bid Sheet (Section 0600).

4.7
Contractor shall submit with this bid at least three (3) reference for provision of this or similar commodities within the past three (3) years.  Please use City Form #0700 provided for this purpose.  References provided shall be current, and not be an immediate family member of Contractor, or any employee of Contractor.
4.8
Contractor shall not have significant performance deficiencies under City contracts in the last three (3) years, including but not limited to contract terminations for cause, failure to maintain certain insurance requirements, failure to meet minimum contract requirements, or outstanding financial obligations to City.

Prospective bidders shall prove beyond any doubt to the City Purchasing Officer they are duly qualified, capable, bondable, etc., to fulfill and abide by the requirements herein listed.

4.10
When Contractor does not abide by the terms and conditions of the agreement, Contractor shall supply RCP from other sources at the agreement price.  If Contractor delays in the above, City reserves the right to purchase on the open market and charge Contractor the difference between the agreement price and the purchase price, and any other cost of recovery per the provisions of the Uniform Commercial Code.

ORDERING, PICK-UP/DELIVERY, AND INVOICING

5.1
Contractor shall not accept orders under this agreement without a Purchase Order number (DO6300-XXXXX).
5.2
Minimum Order – no minimum order.
5.3
RCP that is picked-up by the City shall be loaded by Contractor onto City trucks.  

5.4
RCP that is delivered to the City by the Contractor shall be delivered to a City specified job site or storage yard within Austin’s City Limits.
5.5
Contractor shall provide a material ticket with each order release that is picked up or delivered.  The material ticket shall include at a minimum the following items:

· Unique Ticket Number

· City Purchase Order Number

· Truck Number and Driver’s Name

· Loading date and time of day

· Detailed list of commodities picked up or delivered

Contractor shall show the Purchase Order numbers on all invoices.  Invoice shall be submitted to:

6.0
Termination of Contract or Suspension of Performance

City reserves the right, at its discretion, to terminate the Contract or suspend performance for the following specific contract violations.  Any violations omitted from this section that clearly impair the performance of this Contract, or create an unsafe or hostile environment for the occupants, or others, may also lead to Contract termination.

A pattern of consistent availability and delivery failures, defined as an on-going pattern of minor instances or one (1) major instance per six (6) months, to take corrective action that is deemed by the City as necessary to allow Work to be performed in a manner that is consistent with the Contract Documents. 

6.2
Failure to ensure that no property served through this Contract be encumbered by a mechanic’s lien due to Contractor’s failure to pay debts incurred under this Contract.

6.3
Failure to provide proof of required insurance, and failure to keep all required insurance in force through the term of the Contract including any extension(s).

6.4
Failure of Contractor’s personnel to perform all Work in a professional manner in accordance with the standards of the industry.
