AUSTIN & LUEDERS LIMESTONE BOULDER

1.0 SCOPE AND CLASSIFICATION
This specification establishes the minimum requirements for the purchase of cut or natural limestone boulders to be used by various City of Austin departments as facing and support for creek bank stabilization and retaining wall projects, and as seats at City parks. The City reserves the right to add/delete locations as it deems necessary.

2.0 MATERIAL REQUIREMENTS
2.1. General Requirements
2.1.1. Cut Boulders - Boulders shall have a rough surface on the face and be relatively rectangular.  The top and bottom of the units shall be parallel to insure they are stackable.  Boulders shall be uniform in height and within 8% of the dimensions specified.  The split rough face (uncut) of the boulder shall be on the side with the plane created by the minimum dimension (height) and the longest dimension (length) as shown in Detail “A” below. 
2.1.2. Natural Boulders - Boulders should be irregular in shape with a rough surface on all edges, but the top and bottom of the units shall be approximately parallel so that they are stackable.  No edges of the boulders shall be saw cut.  Boulders shall be relatively uniform in height (minimum dimension) and within 15% of the dimensions specified.  The length dimension may vary, but should be greater than or equal to two times the height dimension.  The width dimension may vary but should be greater than or equal to 1.5 times the height dimension as shown in Detail “B” below.  
2.1.3. Boulders shall be comprised of solid rock without excessive fractures, spalls, or weak layers to achieve these dimensions.

Natural Boulder
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1.1. Austin Area Limestone Boulders are generally chalky white in appearance and quarried in the Austin region.  These boulders will be used predominantly by the Watershed Protection Department, and delivered to their yard on Dalton Ln. in Austin Texas.
1.1.1. The minimum specific gravity of the Boulders shall be 2.1. 
1.1.2. Boulder sizes:

· 24” x 36” x 48”, weighing approximately 1.6 ton each
· 18” x 24” x 36”, weighing approximately 0.6 ton each
· 24” x 24” x 48”

· 24” x 24” x 36”

· 18” x 18” x 6”

· 12” x 24” x 36”

· 12” x 12” x 6”
1.1. Lueders Area Limestone Boulders are the color of sandy tan/mocha with bluish grey tones. They are quarried in the region near Lueders, Texas. These boulders will be used predominantly by the Parks & Recreations Department, and delivered to various job sites located with Austin City limits. 
1.1.1. This limestone has a specific gravity of 2.271.
1.1.2. Boulder sizes:
· 48” sawn face to 20” sawn face to +/- 22” rough face, weighing approximately 141.7 pounds each.
· 36” sawn face by 12” sawn face to +/- 20” rough face, weighing approximately 125.1 pounds each.
2.0 CONTRACTOR’S PERSONNEL
2.1. The Contractor’s employees shall be clearly identified on outer garment with proper identification giving both names of the Contractor and the employee.  
2.2. The Contractor employees shall wear safety vests, protective glasses, and any other OSHA required safety equipment. 
3.0 PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS
3.1. Contractor shall reply to the City within four (4) business hours upon receipt of notification of order placed with Contractor if order is sent via fax or email. 
3.2. Contractor shall deliver a quantity of Austin Boulders within five (5) business days of notification of a purchase order release against any resulting price agreement to a location within the City of Austin limits. (Contractor or subcontractor shall have vehicles available to deliver boulders in the sizes outlined herein.) 
3.3. Contractor shall deliver a quantity of Lueders Boulders within fifteen (15) business days of notification of a purchase order release against any resulting price agreement to a location within the City of Austin limits. (Contractor or subcontractor shall have vehicles available to deliver boulders in the sizes outlined herein.)
3.4. Contractor shall allow for a twenty-four (24) hour and a two (2) business hour notification to the City prior to each delivery to allow the City to have staff at the delivery site to accept delivery.
3.5. Contractor shall provide with each delivery a Shipping or Delivery Ticket containing the description of each item, the quantity, and unit price per block.
3.6. Contractor shall maintain a sufficient stock, as mutually agreed by both the City and the Contractor, on hand to meet the delivery requirement as ordered.
3.7. The City can help off-load the Boulders from Contractor’s trailer.  Boulders shall be laid on top of 4x4” lengths or similar product, so that the City may unload the tractor trailer with a forklift minimizing scratching to the bed of the trailer.
3.8. The City’s minimum order quantity will be one (1) tractor trailer load for the larger stones, but less for the smaller sizes.
3.9. The Contractor shall designate one (1) person within the firm as a single point of contact, with office phone and cell or pager number for accessibility during business hours.  Use the space provided on the Bid Sheet. The Contractor shall notify the Contract Manager in a reasonable amount of time in writing of any changes, temporary or permanent, in either of the contact numbers as soon as they occur.
3.10. The Contractor shall provide proof that that the commodities offered shall meet all the material specifications from a State of Texas certified lab that the material provided meets all the material specifications. The material provided by the Contractor shall be subject to standard laboratory tests by the City of Austin's contracted testing laboratory. Material that does not meet the specification requirements shall be rejected and no payment shall be made.
4.0 CITY RESPONSIBILITIES
4.1. The City will notify the Contractor by phone, fax, or email at least five (5) business days in advance of scheduled arrival time for Austin Boulders and fifteen (15) business days for Lueders Boulder. 
4.2. The notification shall include the quantity of the material, delivery destination, and scheduled delivery. 
4.3. The City reserves the right to dismiss any of Contractor’s driver(s) for misconduct or damage to City Property. This driver shall not work on any resulting contract without written approval by the City. 
5.0 APPLICABLE SPECIFICATIONS
5.1. All vehicles used to deliver boulders under this contract shall be licensed in accordance with all Federal, state, and local requirements.  The vehicles shall be operated in accordance with all State of Texas requirements for the operation of commercial vehicles. The City may request a list of the licenses at any time during the term of the contract.
5.2. Contractor’s drivers shall be licensed in accordance with State of Texas requirements. The Contractor shall comply with all Federal requirements for drug and alcohol testing for the operation of commercial vehicles.
6.0 SAFETY
6.1. The Contractor shall be responsible for initiating and maintaining all safety precautions and programs in connection with the work.  The Contractor shall take all necessary precautions for safety and shall provide the necessary protection to prevent damage, injury or loss to all persons and property that may be affected by the work.
6.2. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, state and local laws and regulations intended to protect the safety of persons or property, including but not limited to all applicable OSHA and ANSI Z133 standards, rules and regulations.  
6.3. The Contractor shall notify shall notify the City within two (2) hours by phone or radio of accidents involving damage to City and private property and injury to any individual on or near the work. The Contractor shall be responsible for recording the location of the event and the circumstances surrounding the event through photographs, interviewing witnesses, and obtain medical reports and other documentation of their employees that describes the event.  The copies of such documentation shall be provided to the City within forty-eight (48) hours of the event.
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
