[bookmark: _GoBack]SCOPE OF WORK
A. PURPOSE
The City of Austin’s electric utility, Austin Energy, hereinafter referred to as AE, seeks responses to this solicitation from Contractors qualified and experienced in providing temporary rental industrial equipment and systems for large commercial and/or municipally owned utility companies.  AE seeks to establish a multi-year contract with one vendor for the services and equipment described in this solicitation.

NOTE: Professional engineering design, consulting services, and stamped, sealed drawings will NOT be required in this contract.

Examples of temporary rental industrial equipment and services may include, but are not limited to the following:

· Boilers (1MM BTU to 20MM BTU)
· Cooling Towers (200 Tons to 1000 Tons)
· Chillers (200 Tons to 1000 Tons) 
· Instrument Air Compressors (400 SCFM to 600 SCFM)
· Generators (500KW, 480V; 1800KW, 480V; 1800 KW, 4160V)
· Noise abatement solutions for temporary equipment
· Technical support and equipment maintenance and repair

The City and AE reserve the right to add or delete equipment, services, and/or worksites from the resulting contract by written amendment.

B. BACKGROUND
AE is a department within the City of Austin and is the nation’s eighth (8th) largest publicly owned electric utility.  AE’s service area covers over 437 square miles, and includes all of Austin and Travis County, as well as 15 square miles of Williamson County.  

AE’s mission is to deliver clean, affordable, reliable energy and excellent customer service and has improved reliability by investing in equipment upgrades and increased maintenance.  AE incorporates the use of contracted temporary rental equipment and services, available 24-hours a day, seven (7) days a week, 365 days a year, as added capacity for planned projects and for emergency needs to ensure business continuity and utility services to our customers.

The Contractor shall be required to provide service and equipment to be delivered within 24-hours of notification/request from AE, including mobilization (delivery and set-up), electrician services, maintenance and repair, technical support, and demobilization (pick-up) to AE worksites as required, including but not limited to the following:

C. DEFINITIONS
Connection and disconnection:  the physical point of connection of the rental equipment, to Austin Energy’s physical point of connection at its facility, and any associated wiring necessary to support the emergency temporary systems while meeting all manufacturer’s specifications and recommendations. 
D. CONTRACTOR QUALIFICATIONS
1. Contractor shall be licensed and certified to perform all services required under a resulting contract.
2. Contractor shall have an office located within a 120-mile radius of the Texas State Capitol building.
3. Contractor shall have a minimum of ten (5) years of experience providing temporary equipment solutions to industrial customers, including installation, servicing and maintaining large scale industrial equipment and systems.
4. Contractor shall have a minimum of three (3) years’ experience applying for and obtaining all required permits through the City’s permitting process to inspect, test and repair the temporary equipment, as necessary.  
5. Contractor shall have a minimum of five (5) years’ experience providing required electrical work associated with equipment/systems to be provided under a resulting contract.

E. CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS
1. Contractor shall ensure that all equipment and services provided comply with applicable federal, state, and local laws including but not limited to: 
a. ANSI - American National Standards Institute
b. ASME – American Society of Mechanical Engineers
c. ASTM – American Standards for Testing and Materials
d. ISO – International Standards Organization
e. SAE – Society of Automotive Engineers
f. NEC – National Electric Code
g. NEMA – National Electric Manufacturers Association
h. OSHA  -Occupational Safety and Health Organization
i. NFPA – National Fire Protection Association
j. Factory Mutual as applicable.
k. City of Austin Ordinances related to Noise Limits 
l. EPA - Environmental Protection Agency - 
m. TCEQ - Texas Commission on Environmental Quality 
n. COA – City of Austin ordinances related to noise limits, emissions and wastewater discharges. 
2. Contractor shall ensure that all rental equipment solutions provided, meet industry and City standards for noise and low-NOx emissions.
3. Contractor shall adhere to the Contractor Work Requirements, documents specifically created for each work site when accessing and working on different plants’ sites. 
4. Contractor shall employ technicians/electricians certified to work on each type of system and in confined spaces/underground environments to complete the services required through this solicitation.
5. Contractor shall employ qualified, licensed staff and technicians who are available for emergency service calls, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, 365 days a year, within 24-hours of receiving a call from AE.
6. Contractor shall provide his/her personnel with all the necessary protective safety equipment and clothing including but not limited to an ANSI approved hard hat, safety glasses and safety steel toed footwear.
7. Contractor shall provide an English speaking Single Point of Contact (SPOC) who is, not a supervisor or field technician, to act as the designated contact for requesting both scheduled and emergency services, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, 365 days a year.
8. Contractor shall have immediate access to labor, materials, equipment and other resources (as needed) to provide scheduled and emergency services to the temporary rental equipment.
9. The Contractor shall apply for and obtain all required permits as required for the requested rental equipment and systems.
10. The Contractor shall supply GFCI (Ground Fault Circuit Interrupter) devices for all AE provided electrical connections.
11. Contractor shall provide stand alone, self-supporting, fully functional operating systems including, but not limited to power, chemistry and all necessary support equipment, such as manifolds, hoses, valves, connections/connectors pumps, etc.

F. AE RESPONSIBILITIES
1. AE worksite staff shall notify Contractor when systems are required and when systems are no longer needed.
2. AE shall perform worksite inspection  once per each eight (8) hour shift 
3. AE shall identify service connection points for temporary systems.
4. AE shall make worksite staff available to operate valves as needed to isolate chilled water supply and return lines.
G. CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITES
1. Contractor shall provide cooling tower make-up water and waste-water discharge, including permits and approval from City Department, unless otherwise, made available by Owner on-site.  
2. Contractor shall supply all fuel on an as needed basis or upon request by the plant manager for any equipment, generators, boilers, etc. supplied and delivered to an AE site ,on an on-going basis to keep the delivered systems running and successfully operational in the performance of the desired services.
3. Contractor shall provide all required materials and labor to provide a complete electrical generation system for all temporary equipment.
6. Contractor shall supply all tools, equipment and expendables to all craft persons as part of providing services, not as additional costs to AE.
7. Contractor shall be responsible for storage and maintenance of craft tools and expendables. These tools and expendables are expected to be part of the Contractor’s existing inventory and will remain in the Contractor’s inventory throughout the term of the contract.
8. Contractor shall coordinate generator size with AE Site Specific Personnel.  
9. Contractor shall install all make-up water connections and valve box connections, including required City permits, metering and purchase and installation of back-flow preventer as required by City of Austin. 
10. Contractor shall provide all hoses and connection equipment from the temporary system to the connection points.
11. Contractor shall provide for boiler associated supporting equipment such as a De-Aeration (DA) tank, condensate receiver, blow down controller, flash tank, feed water booster pump, fuel gas pressure regulator, steam pressure and flow regulation, safety controls, remote monitoring capabilities and automatic shutdowns, unless stated otherwise, with an efficiency performance rate above 82% (million BTU (mmBtu) of natural gas (HHV) consumed to million BTU mmBtu of steam leaving system). 
12. Contractor is responsible for all maintenance & repair activities and costs for rented equipment/systems.  
13. Contractor shall leave the site in the same original condition as was found.
14. Contractor shall be responsible for all state inspections/permitting required on the temporary systems. Documentation shall be made available to AE prior to mobilization of equipment. 
15. Contractor shall return initial service calls from AE for both emergency and non-emergency services within two (2) hours of receipt of  AE notification twenty-four (24) hours per day, seven (7) days per week, 365 days per year.  Contractor shall respond within one (1) hour of receiving call from AE for subsequent service calls on contractor’s equipment.   
16. For non-emergency services, the contractor shall complete mobilization, connections and all other preparation activities to provide working temporary service within timeframe specified by AE Site Specific Personnel or Project Manager.  
17. For emergency services, the Contractor will complete mobilization, connections and all other preparation activities to provide working temporary service within 24 hours of receiving initial notification from AE.  
18. Contractor shall provide operator training and O&M manuals for Austin Energy personnel as needed. 
19. Contractor shall allow AE to inspect the delivered rental equipment.  Should AE reasonably determine the equipment not to be reliable, AE may reject the equipment.  The Contractor will supply a replacement meeting specifications at no cost to the City within 24 hours of notice of rejection, unless longer replacement time is approved by the City.  
H. QUALITY CONTROL/QUALITY ASSURANCE
1. The Contractor shall implement and maintain a written Quality Control Plan throughout the term of the contract, detailing the preventative maintenance and inspections scheduled for all equipment covered, and to ensure the maintenance adheres to the scope of work and all subsequent clarifications. 
I. CONTRACTOR CLOSE-OUT
Thirty (30) days prior to the expiration of the agreement, the Contractor shall inspect and test any rented equipment and/or systems, and provide a detailed report to the site-specific Project Manager or their designee with recommendations for continued support and maintenance.
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
